Connecting Market Street East

WalkAbout is a devise to notate and integrate districts of the Market Street East Community.  The deployment of the system is generated by Edge conditions, which once separated this build environment now becomes an integral and interwoven fabric to unify and symphonize the space.  A walking path of Glass, Photovoltaic film, and Sand become the medium for this expression and experience, so to allow Connectivity on a multitude of levels.    

_Bifurcating among user and environment along Market East seems to be an unconscious but steadily increasing design trend.  In order to rectify the disparity, a system of glass panels will replace the sidewalks at specific moments.  This begins to create a cohesive design language and will be an active and alive surface as environmental stimuli reflect and shimmer across the path.

_Under the Glass will be an applied colored Photovoltaic film.  The coloration of the film will notate to the user which district of the Market East sector they are in.  At the same time this film becomes an embodiment of sustainability, connecting of present and future generations with renewable resources.

_Beneath the glass the Sand houses thousands of footprints.  These serve as a historical remembrance of those who have come before us.  The footprints further show the density and volume of usage the area holds on a daily basis.  

WalkAbout connects the build and seen environment by reflecting urban space, highlighting districts, and connecting past, present, and future.  It is a rendering of urban compositing structured through a layering of Expressive Medias.
